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JUSTING: DID YOU KNOW?

An apprenticeship is a real job
Available to individuals aged 16+ (with no upper age limit).

Apprentices are paid a salary

All apprentices will earn a salary, which varies a lot depending on the role, but
must be at least the National Minimum Wage for apprentices, which is currently
£7.55* per hour.

Duration of apprenticeships
Most apprenticeships typically take between 1 - 6 years to complete, but a new
minimum duration of 8 months was introduced in August 2025.

Apprenticeships levels
Apprenticeship levels range from level 2 (foundation and intermediate) through to
level 7 (master's level).

Apprentices do not pay for their training
Apprenticeship costs are paid for by the employer and/or the government, with
the exception of level 7 apprentices aged 22 and over from January 2026.

Apprentices receive paid off-the-job training (OTJT)
Each apprenticeship now has its own minimum paid OTJT, which apprentices
spend gaining valuable skills and qualifications.

Apprentices will spend the majority of their time on-the-job
The majority of an apprentice's paid time will be spent on-the-job, working with
colleagues to learn new skills and gain experience in the workplace.

There are thousands of apprenticeship roles
New apprenticeships are advertised throughout the year covering a wide range of
job roles.

The range of occupations is huge
According to Government statistics, nearly 70% of occupations can now be
entered via an apprenticeship.

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START THE CONVERSATION:
EXPLORING APPRENTICESHIPS

It is very likely that your child will have had some information shared with them about
apprenticeships through their school or college. This might have included receiving an assembly,
a tutorial session, hearing from a past pupil, watching a film or attending a careers fair.

If your child isn't educated in a school or college setting and hasn't received information on
apprenticeships, the resources below will help you support them to find out more.

5 Top Tips for Parents and Carers

Nicola Hall is the Director of Education at the Careers &
Enterprise Company. Here, Nicola shares her five top tips
for parents and carers who are supporting their child to
explore apprenticeships and other options.

Be open-minded and prepared to explore a range of options with your child
You may be really surprised at what you find out. Try to put to one side your
preconceptions of what you think is best, and be open to look at everything.

Think twice - technical or academic?
There are many quality options available within both technical and academic
routes. It's important to explore all of the options that are available.

Think about your child's preferred learning style
It doesn't matter what their ability level is, but thinking about their learning
style may help you to think about the appropriate options to explore further.

Use the support available to you
Don't be afraid to ask your child's school or college for support. They have a
responsibility to help your child to prepare for their next steps.

Don't expect your child to know what they want to do
We know from research that many young people are not yet ready to select a
career, and will want to try out many different career options in their lifetime.
